
1. How can I apply for the Directors Lab? 

Because the Directors Lab is usually populated by projects that have been through a previous 
Screenwriters Lab, there is no open application process. Application to the January 
Screenwriters Lab is the best way to put your project into the pipeline of eventual consideration 
for the Directors Lab. If you are a director developing a script that you did not write, you may 
apply for the Screenwriters Lab with the screenwriter as a team. 

2. I'm a director but didn't write the script I'd like to direct. How can I apply?

3. When and where is the Directors Lab? 

The Directors Lab is usually held during the first three weeks of June. Like the Screenwriters 
Labs, the Directors Lab is held at the Sundance Resort in Sundance, Utah.
